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Duck Production and Marketing of Small-scaled Farmers in Srisaket Province

Abstract

The objectives of this study were to Muscovy duck production and marketing of
small-scaled farmers in Srisaket Province. The data were collected with interviewing 393
Muscovy duck famers between October 2019 and March 2020. The results found majority of
farmers raised the Muscovy ducks were supplementary career together with other farming
professions. They kept average of 174.73 ducks/head, majority of Muscovy duck breed was
Thaphra. Their objectives of raising animals were ball production and then fattening to sell,
and household consumption. The majority of hatching were natural hatching. The feed for
raising Muscovy ducks were package feed mixed with local ingredients. Production cost of
Muscovy duck was 51.51 Baht/head. Sale price of Muscovy duck weight with ready to
consume was 80.15 Baht/head. The farmers had net profit with Muscovy duck production
with an average of 7,861.13 Baht/year. Key markets were markets community and the season
which want to consume was winter season. The majority of farmers received to extension,
visit and recommend with Muscovy duck production from the Department of Livestock
officers. They were suggested knowledge about raising ducks and vaccinating to prevent the
ducks' diseases. Furthermore, it found that the problems and obstacles in raising Muscovy
ducks had a moderate level (1.82). These problems and obstacles were expensive animal
feed and marketing issues. Therefore, they need government's assistance to help and
support duck breed and their marketing. The government supported their marketing and

controls the selling prices, such as: the price insurance and the standard price setting.
